Committee reports:

Nedda informed attendees that she, Kevin, Rose & Linda attended the regional directors’ meeting.  She felt a positive attitude of the directors, some of which were recently installed.  Directors lauded our chapter for signing up 90 new members during the Dec. 2007 motorcycle show.  The planned Manitoulin Island trip by our chapter in September was announced at the meeting. Friendship Rally will be held in Bracebridge from June 18 to 22. Reservations at the Riverside Inn should be made ASAP. Ride In Lunch in Penetanguishine is now closed to attendees who have already reserved places.

Ride N Lunch

Nedda talked about the Ride N Lunch ride, May 4.  Currently 13 members have signed up for this ride. Kevin proposed meeting with participating Chapter K members at HUSKY’s service centre located at the S/E corner of Highways 400 & 88 after assembling our participants at the customary Tim Horton’s at 8:00 AM.  Departure from HUSKY’s will be at 10:00 AM.

Friendship Rally  June 18-22, 2008

Nedda emphasized that members planning to attend should call the Riverside Inn for their own reservations.

Kevin & Nedda reiterated that there will be beautiful countryside rides and a banquet on Saturday night. Riders Education will be offered throughout the days of the rally.

Kevin briefly outlined briefly the Level I & Level II rider education seminars at 10:00 A.M. & 4:00 during Thursday through Sunday.  Level I will concentrate on riding with co-riders.  Level II , with 11 motorcycle exercises will concentrate on Group riding. There will be a charge of $30 for Level II attendance. 

Kevin talked about the Spring Warm-up on May 18th at 9:30 AM at the large parking lot of Honda Canada’s Head office in Scarborough. This event is open to all chapters. Set-up for this event will require volunteers to arrive at 9:00 AM

Kevin also stated that members of the Pickering and Newmarket chapters will also be attending.  In particular Bryce and Loretta, of Newmarket Chapter are coming to assist in another successful safety-focused event.

Kevin stated that additional volunteers are necessary for various tasks—registration, cone placements, picture taking.  A few more members agreed to assist in the event. 

Kevin distributed samples of the liability waiver and event flyers, which provided details of the event.


Manitoulin Trip --  Sept. 12-14, 2008

Discussion was held about accommodation options available for us as follows:

Option 1:  Hawberry Inn located in Little Current.  Rate is $79-89 for single/double occupancy respectively.  This option offers convenience of proximity to restaurants and other stores in the “downtown” area.

Option 2:   Small cottages, with 2-3 bedrooms each, located at Gore Bay—30 miles from Little Current.  This facility will accommodate up to 35 people for $30/person/night.  This location was proposed by Paul Cuddy, whose friend operates this facility. 

In a straw vote, most meeting attendees decided on this option.

Kevin did a very informative slide-oriented presentation review on group riding -- safety issues were highlighted.


Kevin proposed that our chapter should develop a personalized “medical” card that should be carried in a safe location on our motorcycles and on person.  David Minifie volunteered to draft a format for said card.


Bill Hobbs proposed that chapter magazine subscriptions should be changed to be mailed to our Treasurer’s (Stephen Daiter) home address. 

New items/ideas:

Rose proposed a ride and a “coffee” meet, next Thurs. May 1, at Classic Honda in Brampton. She emphasized that there will be more than coffee starting at 6:30 PM.

Rose also suggested that each motorcycle should carry a first aid kit and Linda discussed what should be in the kit. To that end it was proposed that each of us bring our first aid kits to the next meeting to check the contents to be sure the correct items are present and that medicinal ingredients are effective and not past the expiry date.
